Students are invited to apply for University Scholarships for Extra-Curricula Activities up to the value of £1000.  Applicants should apply for funds to finance extra-curricular involvement in activities either directly related to or distinct from their course of study.  
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Please note that all successful applicants will be required to provide some form of feedback
Please submit completed application forms to Helen Johnstone, Assistant University Secretary.  Forms can be handed in at firstpoint, Peirson Building.
There are two opportunities to apply with deadlines of the 28th November 2014 and 27th February 2015 - Students may only apply once each year.



Information on University Extra-Curricular Scholarships (Please read before applying)

The University runs a University Scholarship Scheme each year to assist students with participating in extra-curricular activities.  You can apply for funding, up to £1000, to finance extra-curricular involvement in activities either directly related to or distinct from your course of study. Applicants should be aware that it is exceptional for the full amount applied for to be awarded.
There are two categories you can apply under:

· Category 1 – Voluntary activities which are community based, either in the UK, or abroad.
In 2012 students received scholarships to volunteer on projects in Madagascar, Thailand, Peru, Uganda and Worcester

It is important when applying for a scholarship for this category that you include information about the charity you are working for, the hours involved and the location of the work.  You should provide evidence that you have been accepted as a volunteer.
Please note that the Scholarship Funds cannot be awarded to sponsor fundraising activities in aid of another charity.
· Category 2 – Activities relating to a pastime or interest in which the student is involved (e.g. music or some other arts based area or elite sport – normally, there should be evidence of or recognised potential to participate at national level)

Last summer students received scholarships to assist them in participation in national sports competitions in a variety of sports including: rowing, golf, swimming and trampolining.  Scholarships were also awarded to assist with attending and presenting at conferences and performing at the Edinburgh Fringe Festival. Please note that applications from students already in receipt of a Sports Scholarship will not be considered.
It is important when applying for a scholarship for this category that you include information, and evidence, of the costs involved.
You cannot apply for activities retrospectively apart from in exceptional circumstances and when it has been agreed on in advance.
To apply for a University Scholarship please complete a form which you can access via this post or from firstpoint, Peirson Building, St John’s Campus
There are two opportunities to apply this year – the deadlines are 28th November 2014 and 27th February 2015. You will need to supply supporting documentation with your application e.g. details of any study visit, invitations or bookings.  If you have not already booked places etc you may still apply but any funds awarded will only be released once booking has been confirmed.

All applications will be considered by the Scholarship Panel.

Applicants applying by the 28th November 2014 deadline will be notified of the outcome before Christmas. Applicants applying by the 27th February 2015 deadline will be notified of the outcome by the end of March 2015.

Please note that successful applicants will be required to participate in some form of feedback on their activity and the form this will take will be notified in the award letter.
